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Frequently Asked Questions

ARE JUMSTART FEES REFUNDABLE?
Once the semester begins, fees are nonrefundable. 
HOW MUCH IS EACH JUMPSTART COURSE?

Each dual credit Jumpstart course is $25, plus a $5.50 technology fee and a $9.00 surcharge fee per credit.

HOW MANY CLASSES CAN I TAKE PER SEMESTER? 

Students can enroll in a maximum of two classes per semester (regardless of the number of credits).

HOW ABOUT COURSE TEXTBOOKS?

Textbooks will be selected by CSN in accordance with the state-approved adopted textbook list.  

HOW CAN I GET A COPY OF MY COLLEGE GRADES?

Unofficial transcripts may be obtained, at no charge, if the student attended CSN the previous semester. Official transcripts cost $2.00 in person. If ordered online there is an additional $2.75 transaction fee. For more information, contact the office of the Registrar.  
IS A PLACEMENT TEST REQUIRED OF ALL COURSES? 

No.  FREE Placement exams are required ONLY for Mathematic and English courses. ACT/SAT scores may be used in lieu of placement exams.  Qualifying ACT/SAT Scores are accessible on our home page.
DO ALL COLLEGES AND UNIVERSITIES RECOGNIZE DUAL CREDITS EARNED?
While we cannot guarantee the transfer of credits from concurrent enrollment courses, a survey conducted by the Western Interstate Commission on Higher Education (WICHE) shows that a majority of postsecondary institutions in the U.S. grant either elective or required credit for dual/concurrent enrollment courses.  As with accelerated learning options, it is important for students to contact the university they are planning on attending.
HOW DO STUDENTS (and their families) BENEFIT FROM A CONCURRENT COURSE PROGRAM?

The concurrent courses offered through the Jumpstart Program are of the same high quality as the courses offered on the campus of CSN.  Students and teachers are held to the same standards and are exposed to the same rigorous academic challenges as students on campus, but are able to stay in their own supportive high school environment.  Students are better prepared for college by gaining exposure to college expectations and workload.
