at least 90% (you are allow unlimited attempt to redo each assignment to
accomplish the 90% grade) in order to be able to take the next assignment.

e Quizzes: You are allowed to take the quiz only if you already have completed all
the homework assignments that were assigned before a quiz. You are allowed 2
attempts for completing a quiz. While taking the quiz (opposite to homework),
you cannot use “back” button or look at other options in the program. If you do,
then the computer throw you out of quiz site (consider it as cheating).
