Welcome and Guest: Chair Cosgrove welcomed guests attending the meeting. 
Approval of February 13, 2009 Minutes:  Steve Konowalow made a motion to approve the February minutes with corrections, Judy Scott seconded, and the minutes were approved by majority vote.
Budget/Benefits Updates and Announcements: 
Chair Cosgrove reminded Senators they need to contact legislators and ask them to support the $50million PEBP recommendation and not the SAGE Commission’s additional $90million recommendation.   She announced that Chair Arberry will set up another hearing dedicated to testimony,  next Friday March 13th at the Grant Sawyer Building , for students and faculty that were not able to ask questions at the last meeting.  Chair Cosgrove ask that Senators send a list of people who want to testify to her.  She will forward the names to Chair Arberry.  Chair Cosgrove also announced a Town Hall meeting to be held at Greenspan High School on March 7th. She will send an e-mail regarding the second student Higher Education Rally.

Faculty Evaluation Policy Update-Chuck Milne

Senator Milne said the committee discussed every angle and read every e-mail.  He noted that “CHAIR DISCRETION” has been added, and the Policy will be reviewed periodically.  Tina Petrie from Human Resources said they are working with a Vendor to get the Evaluation on-line when it is finalized.  Chair Cosgrove said she would like to vote and then send out to faculty for feedback.  She asked that concerns be sent to the committee and, if there are serious issues it will be bought back to Senate.  Chair Cosgrove will send the draft to Faculty.  A motion to move the Faculty Evaluation Draft from committee was made by DeAnna Beasley and seconded my Tracy Sherman.  The motion passed by majority vote.

Academic Standards Committee- Sue Blizard
Sue Blizard, Chair of the Academic Standards committee reported that they met this morning regarding the Student Conduct Code issue.  She reported that they received an altered document back from General Counsel.  She said the committee was distressed that a decision could be made without Academic Faculty having any input.  Chair Cosgrove said she is meeting with General Counsel to make sure Faculty concerns are addressed regarding the Student Conduct Code.  She will send out more information after their meeting.

1. Chair’s Report:

a. Ad-hoc Committee to Review DE Standards and Guidelines

Dr. Shari Lyman will Chair the Ad-hoc committee, and will include a representative from every Department DE Committee.  The goal of the committee will review the current CSN DE Standards and Guidelines to ensure the policy is achieving desired results.  They will make recommendations for changes that could improve compliance and usability.  They will also coordinate with the Online Resources Committee to incorporate hybrid classes and, to define “Hybrid Classes”.  Dale Etheridge will work with the Ad-hoc committee.

b. Preliminary report on the issue of faculty living out of state.

Chair Cosgrove displayed and reviewed the document “ CSN Faculty Senate Leadership’s Report on Faculty Living Out of State.”  The issue was discussed with Dr. Richards, and it was decided guidelines would be needed.

Chair Cosgrove opened the floor for comments and discussion.  After discussion, a motion to send the “Living Out of State Senate Leadership document to Senators was made by Patrick Villa and seconded by Judy Scott.  Chair Cosgrove said, something would be sent to all faculty later this month once Senators have an opportunity to comment.

Senator Jennifer Basquiat asked for a Sabbatical update, Chair Cosgrove responded that the VPAA has it.  Senator Judy Scott reported that the Leadership Committee met today with Anneli Adams to: (1) Investigate and put together Core Curriculum through CAPE, (2) Investigate leaders and do a survey to find out how they got where they are.
