


Faculty Senate Meeting
Cheyenne Campus-Room 2410
May 14, 2010
MINUTES

1. Chair Rauls called the meeting to order at 1:02 p.m.
2. The attendance sheet was signed.  Chair Rauls announced he will try to get an eye clicker for next year, that would allow members to sign in and vote. 
3. Motion to approve the April minutes was made by Chuck Milne and seconded by Steve Konowalow; The April 23, 2010 Minutes were approved by majority vote.
4. Chair Rauls named the newly elected Senators. He noted that one election will run in the fall, because   Tracy Sherman was re-elected to her Division but, was elected to hold the Senate- Chair-Elect position.

5. Tenure Policy-Jim Matovina
Senator Matovina explained the Policy and the changes made to it.  He also noted that the Tenure Application was modified to match the Evaluation Policy.  He said if the Policy is approved, he will change it to an interactive PDF form.
Senator Shari Lyman moved to accept the Policy pending the minor changes and authorization by General Counsel, Senator Steve Konowalow seconded, the Tenure Policy  passed by majority vote with two abstentions.
6. Faculty Evaluation Policy-Jim Matovina
Senator explained the changes made to the policy and noted you must log into the system to indicate you are applying for Sabbatical.  He noted you can: use the on-line system; apply for a waiver; CAPE records.  He also noted unused forms have been marked for deletion. Regarding Sabbatical Form, he said it allows for appeal and regarding waivers, supervisor will grant waivers. Karen Hyman moved to pass the Policy with amendments and corrections, Shirley Johnston (Proxy for Senator Diana Anson), seconded The Faculty Evaluation Policy passed by majority vote with one opposed.
7. Academic Program Deactivation Form –Sergio Guzman
Curriculum Committee Chair, Sergio Guzman explained the purpose of having a Deactivation Form. He said there is a need for consistent procedures when deactivating programs.   Chair Guzman answered questions from Senate members.  Senator Eric Moreau motioned to accept the Deactivation Form, Chuck Milne seconded and the Deactivation Form was accepted by majority vote.   

8. Curriculum Policy-Sergio Guzman
 Chair Guzman explained the rationale for the Curriculum Policy; the necessity of creating additional lines of communication within and between faculty, departments, division administration, counseling and the Faculty Senate.  He answered questions from senators regarding the structure and processes of the Curriculum Committee.  Chair Guzman has spoken with OTS, exploring electronic signatures, to speed up the process.  Robert Aberle motioned to approve the Policy, Patrick Villa seconded, the Curriculum Policy passed by majority vote.

9. Course Syllabus Policy- Fred Monardi
Fred Monardi discussed the Policy and answered questions. He informed Senators that a new system is coming out with Course Information Cards.  Eric Moreau motioned to pass the Policy as it stands, Steve Konowalow seconded, the Course Syllabus Policy passed by majority vote with two opposed.
10. Administrative Drop For Non-Attendance Policy –Fred Monardi
Patrick Villa motioned to pass the Policy, Billy Duke seconded, the Administrative Drop For Non-Attendance Policy  passed by majority vote with seven abstentions.
11. Spring Break Policy-
The Spring Break Policy was proposed to make revisions to the current policy, which requires Spring Break to commence prior to the 10th week.  Chuck Milne motioned to pass the Policy, Joe Miller seconded, the Spring Break Policy Failed.
12. Student Academic Integrity Policy- Fred Monardi
Fred Monardi, Chair of the Academic Standards Committee led an extensive discussion regarding the Academic Integrity Policy.  Senator Joshua proposed an Amendment to the Policy 
(attached), plus adding the word “intentionally” using to Section 5 under Exceptions.  Joshua Levin motioned to approve the Amendment and Change, Karen Hyman seconded.  Steve Konowalow motioned to approve the Policy with the Amendment, Joe Miller seconded, and the Student Academic Integrity Policy passed with 23 yeas, 9 nays and 1 abstention.
13. Plagiarism Resolution-
The resolution encouraging CSN to invest in anti-plagiarism software was tabled.

14. Code Changes- Executive Committee
Senator Laura McBride made the motion, Robert Aberle seconded, the following statement passed by majority vote. 
“The Executive Committee will compose a draft for the Board of Regents meeting regarding the Faculty Senate of CSN’s opposition to the proposed Code Changes.”
Chair’s Report:
Chair Rauls, Chair-Elect Tracy Sherman and incoming Chair Bill Kerney distributed Recognition Certificates to Senators.
Chair Rauls remarked that it has been a privilege to serve as Faculty Senate Chair.  New Chair, Bill Kerney presented Chair Rauls with a recognition Plaque.  Chair Rauls presented Chair-Elect Tracy Sherman and incoming Chair Bill Kerney with gifts.
